As far back as 2009, Vodafone
Group Plc found hidden backdoors
that could have given Huawei access
to its fixed-line network in Italy, ac-
ing to security-briefing docu-

equipment from suppliers to be iden-
tified by operators and other third
parties. If a vulnerability exists, Voda-
fone works with that supplier to re-
solve it quickly”

However, vulnerabilities in both
routers and the fixed-access network
remained, and were found elsewhere
in Europe.

Vodafone and its peers have an in-
terest in ensuring Huawei doesn't get
banned from bidding for contracts.
Its entry into the market gave carriers
more choice beyond a select group of
suppliers. When the stakes are so
high, even a smoking gun may not be
enough for a guilty verdict.
